Collection of Electronic Waste has been suspended until further notice .

Only Village residents can use yard waste site. You must show driver's license or ID. showing residence within Village limits.

Persons living outside the Village can only use the electronic waste, paper/cardboard, plastic, aluminum, glass, can and scrap metal containers;
waste oil and antifreeze depositories.

No contractors are allowed to use the site.

No businesses, commercial or industrial, are allowed to use the site, except for small fins that generate residential type quantities on a weekly basis.

Village residents may not bring large volumes of brush such as that generated by clearing a lot for new home construction.

Anyone, residents and nonresidents, may take chips, compost or firewood when available, free of charge.

This is not a dumpsite. Do not bring tires, lumber, windows, engines, lawnmowers, or any other items other than those listed. Call Advanced
